The issuance of the tobacco vendor license is subject to meeting the terms
and conditions as specified under section 353 of Karnataka Municipal
Corporations Act 1976 (Karnataka Act 14 of 1977 which is revised as Bruhat
Bengaluru Mahanagar Palike act (BBMP Act 2020 under which provision of
section 305 and the other applicable sections of the act in unification with
conditions as defined below:

UJ Compliance with The Cigarettes and other Tobacco Products
(Prohibition,

Advertisement and Regulation of trade and commerce products, supply and
distribution) Act 2003 and rules made there under like;

- No sale in 100 yards of any educational institution - Section 6 (b) of COTPA

License renewal Fees:

The fees structures to renew the municipal trade license in urban local
bodies shall be similar to the fees levied for issuing new trade license as
mentioned in section 3.1. The renewal fee may be subjected to revision based

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in accordance with the prevailing situation. The amendments in the fee will only
be done in beginning of the financial year as obligatory.

Validity of Trade License

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Authority to conduct inspection checks:

As per the Gazette Notification number: UDD 164 GEL 2013
dated 19th May 2022 the Chief  Officer/Municipal
Commissioner/Commissioner or any other officer or employee of the
municipality — authorized by the Commissioner/ Municipal
Commissioner has the power to inspect any place in respect of which
a license or permission is required for carrying out a trade.

Inspections will be conducted on a complaint basis, and to the extent
possible at least once per year.

The date of inspection/examination may be informed to the grantee
for his/her presence at premises prior to 2 working days.

Health Inspector may be authorized to do site inspection along with
representatives of District Tobacco Control Cell on the premise on the
checkpoints given by approving authority. Inspection authority may
involve / invite other agency to inspection the business place / site, if

found necessary.

Grantee may be asked to submit affidavit on declaration on availing
applicable NOCs/permit/clearance if require as per business nature.
Compliance checks shall determine, at a minimum, if the tobacco
retailer is conducting business in a manner that complies with
prevailing tobacco control laws (i.e. COTPA 2003).

During the inspection check, based upon a finding that a Tobacco
Retailer is in violation of the rules adopted pursuant to this provision,

and local laws, and is found to be relating to the illegal retail sale of
Tobacco Products, necessary legal action shall be taken by competent
authorities. Furthermore, illegal tobacco products shall be seized and

confiscated.
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Responsibilities of Tobacco Vendor Licensee:

1. Prominently display the license at each retail location in a manner

visible to the public.

1. THE CIGARETTES AND OTHER TOBACCO PRODUCTS (PROHIBITION OF
ADVERTISEMENT AND REGULATION OF TRADE AND COMMERCE,
PRODUCTION, SUPPLY AND DISTRIBUTION) ACT, 2003(COTPA)

Section 4 of COTPA prohibits smoking in a public place. However, the proviso allows
the creation of a ‘Designated Smoking Area’ subject to compliance with rigorous
safeguards at all times, in hotels that have 30 or more rooms and in restaurants that
have seating for 30 or more persons. A ‘public place’ is defined in Section 3 (D) are
any place to which the public have access, whether as of right or not, and includes
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auditorium, hospital buildings, railway waiting room, amusement centres, restaurants,
public offices, court buildings, educational institutions, libraries, public conveyances
and the like that is visited by the general public. Also, certain places such as an open
auditorium, stadium, railway station, bus stop/stand and like places are also to be
treated as a ‘public place’ [Section 2(c) of the Prohibition of Smoking in Public Places
Rules, 2008].

b. A restaurant or hotel that proposes to provide for a ‘designated smoking area’, in
terms of the proviso to Section 4 of COTPA is required to rigorously adhere show
compliance with the following conditions, at all times [The Prohibition of Smoking in
Public Places, Rules, 2008]:

c. A smoking area or space shall not be established at the entrance or exit of the
restaurant or hotel and shall be distinctively marked as a “Smoking Area”. For the
purpose of compliance with this condition, the concerned hotel or restaurant should
provide a certified copy of its sanctioned building plan to show the location of the
proposed ‘designated smoking area’ and that the same is not placed at the entrance or
exit of the restaurant or hotel;

d. No service or movement of the staff of the restaurant or hotel shall be forced or
permitted in the ‘designated smoking area’;

e. The proposed ‘designated smoking area’ should consist of a four-walled heightened
enclosure. A certified copy of the sanctioned building plan should be produced and
the proposed ‘designated smoking area’ should be clearly identified in the sanctioned

building plan.
f. The proposed ‘designated smoking area’ should consist of an automatically closing

entrance.

g. The proposed ‘designated smoking area’ should be engineered to contain negative air
pressure in relation to the remainder of the building and a certificate to that effect
endorsed by a chartered engineer should be produced beforehand. ‘

h. The proposed ‘designated smoking area’ should contain an air flow system that
channels all the air in that room to the outside of the building and to not become
mixed with the air that enters any part of that building — subject to observance of the
condition that the exhausted air is not ploughed into any area in the immediate
proximity of persons or children.

i. The proposed ‘designated smoking area’ should be fitted with a non re-circulating
exhaust ventilation system or an air cleaning system, or by a combination of the two,
to ensure that the air discharges only in a manner that does not re-circulate or transfer
it from a smoking area or space to non-smoking areas. Certified copy of the modified
building plan and an endorsement from a chartered engineer would be expected.

j- The proposed smoking area shall mandatorily display a board of at least; the size of
60x30 cm with a white background and containing the message “Tobacco smoking is
harmful to your health and the health of non-smokers; and Entry of persons below the
age of eighteen years is prohibited”.

k. The proposed ‘designated smoking area’ shall not be situated within a radius of 100
yards of any educational institution, under any circumstance whatsoever.

2.THE “FIRE PREVENTION AND FIRE SAFETY LAW” OF KARNATAKA -
Section 13 of the Karnataka Fire Force Act, 1964 provides for the issue of preventive
measures. And, a ‘proposed designated area’ runs an empirically realised heightened risk
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of fire. As such, the proposed ‘designated smoking area’ shall not violate any of the
conditions stipulated in preventive measures issued by the Government of Karnataka,
from time to time. With a view to prevent grave danger to the patrons at such premises
and to prevent a repetition of past mishaps, it is felt necessary that the ‘Karnataka Fire
and Emergency Services’ should be involved, beforehand. The Karnataka Fire and
Emergency Services possesses an independent statutory power to convey to the other
agencies of the State Government if a proposed activity in a public premises poses a fire
hazard to the public therein and if the hazard thereof cannot be mitigated by adopting
appropriate fire safety measures. As such, persons that propose to set up a ‘designated
smoking area’ should furnish their information to the Karnataka Fire and Emergency
Services Department and provide a reasonable time to them to reach a satisfaction and to
convey the same, in writing, that the fire-safety measures in the proposed ‘designated

“smoking area’ adequately protect the patrons expected to frequent that place.

3. FOOD SAFETY AND STANDARDS ACT, 2006

a. All restaurants and hotels that propose to provide a designated smoking area have an
independent and a prior statutory requirement to show registration under the Food
Safety and Standards Act, 2006, in respect of their food retail business. [Food Safety
and Standards (Licensing and Registration of Food Businesses) Regulation, 2011].
And, no chewing form of tobacco could be served in any such establishment under
Rule 2.3.4 of Food Safety and Standards (Prohibition and Restriction on Sales)
Regulation, 2011.

b. No such restaurant or hotel is permitted under the Food Safety and Standards Act,
2006 to expose the food it provides to patrons to any form or quantity of tobacco
smoke. The World Health Organisation and the Government of India have determined
that there is no safe level of tobacco usage and accordingly, exposure to tobacco
smoke would render the food in such an establishment as ‘unsafe food’ under the
Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006 [Section 2 (zz):‘unsafe food’ means an article of
Jood whose nature, substance or quality is soaffected as to render it injurious to
health .—(iii) by virtue of its unhygienic processing or the presence in that article
ofany harmful substance, or(x) by virtue of its being prepared, packed or kept under
insanitary conditions;or(xii) by virtue of containing pesticides and other
contaminants in excess ofquantities specified by regulations).

c. Section 59 of the Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006 provides for imprisonment to
persons that offer or distribute ‘unsafe food.

4. THE KARNATAKA PROHIBITION OF SMOKING AND PROTECTION OF

HEALTH OF NON-SMOKERS ACT, 2001

a. The aforesaid legislation prohibits smoking in a public place and a “place of public
work or use” means a place which is visited by the general public and includes an
Auditorium, Hospital Buildings, Health Institutions, Amusement Centres,
Restaurants, Public Offices, Court Buildings, Educational Institutions, Libraries,
Places of worship and such other places notified by the State Government to be a
Place of Public Work or use but does not include any open place.

b. Section 3 thereof prohibits smoking, advertisement, sale and storage of smoking
substances. [No person shall,- (1) engage in smoking in any place of public

work or use, where smoking is prohibited and such prohibition is
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displayed or conveyed through any audio or visual medium, or in any
Public Service Vehicle.]

c. Section 5:Penalties.- Any person, who contravenes the provisions of: - (1)
clause (1) of section 3 or of section 4 shall be punishable with fine which
may extend to one hundred rupees and in case of second or subsequent
offence, shall be punishable with a minimum fine of two hundred rupees,

but which may extend to five hundred rupees.*
S. Additional and critical safeguards:

a. The Hon’ble Supreme Court of India, in its judgment dated 2-Nov-2001 [Murli S.
Deorav. Union of India, (2001) 8 SCC 765] has unconditionally directed that public places in
the country shall be completely free of second-hand smoke. As such, the ‘Tobacco Control
Committee’ within the BBMP would be required to physically inspect the location that
proposes to set up a ‘designated smoking area’ to satisfy itself through objective
measurement that the premises in question can demonstrate - with properly calibrated
equipment procured by those persons - under carefully stimulated conditions that the nicotine
and other cancer-causing substances in the tobacco smoke generated in the proposed
‘designated smoking area’ does not spill over into the ‘nonsmoking’ area or rooms. Such
seepage would be dangerous to pregnant women, elderly persons, infants, children, persons
with respiratory ailments and sensitive or vulnerable groups, notwithstanding that it would be
harmful to all persons exposed to such seepage.

If any of the above point is violated, then NOC will not be issued. This may also lead to
cancellation of your BBMP trade license.

The proposed ‘designated smoking area’ should be fitted
with a non re-circulating exhaust ventilation system or an air
cleaning system, or by a combination of the two, to ensure
that the air discharges only in a manner that does not re-
circulate or transfer it from a smoking area or space to non-
smoking areas. Certified copy of the modified building plan
and an endorsement from a chartered engineer would be
expected.
