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BRUHAT BENGALURU MAHANAGARA PALIKE COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT FOR PARK

CONSERVATION POLICY, 2024 (Under Adaoption)

Bruhat Bengaiuru Mahanagara Palike (“BBMP”) is the Municipal Corporation for the city of
Bengaluru and is duly carrying out its duties in rendering services to the citizens of the Corporation
area in accordance with the provisions of the Bruhat Bengaluru Mahanagara Palike Act, 2020.
Whereas companies, benevolent citizens, and various stakeholders have approached the BBMP, and
have expressed their intention of their own free will to provide services to and assist the BBMP in
sustainably maintaining and developing Parks in Bengaluru for the benefit of its citizens,

Accordingly, this policy is being proposed in order to enable these stakeholders to provide
services to and assist the BBMP in providing services to the citizens of Bengaluru in furtherance of
the objects and functions of the BBMP in development and maintenance of Parks under BBMP
custody abiding by Park and Garden Protection Act and Development Authority Act of 2014. This
Policy shall apply in respect of all the Parks in BBMP custody which are under the ownership of the

Karnataka Revenue department.
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PART-1

GENERAL

I, SHORT TITLE, EXTENT AND COMMENCEMENT

1.1.  This Policy shall be called "BBMP CIPC Policy, 2024" (under Adoption).

“Namma Bengaluru Namma Koduge” maximum period of adoption is 11 months.

1.2.  The BBMP CIPC Policy shall be applicable to all the Parks (Excluding Lalbagh.

Cubbon Park, BDA Parks KMF) maintained by the Bruhat Bengaluru Mahanagara

Palike.

1.3.  The BBMP CIPC Policy shall come into operation on and with effect from |enter

2. DEFINITIONS

In this Policy, unless the context otherwise requires, the expressions given below shall have the

‘Act’ shall mean the Bruhat Bengaluru Mahanagara Palike Act, 2020.

‘BBMP’ shall mean the Bruhat Bengaluru Mahanagara Palike as constituted
under Section 4 of the Act.

‘Chief Commissioner’ shall mean the Chief Commissioner of the BBMP
appointed under Section 63 and shall include any person appointed to act on

behalf of the Chief Commissioner under Section 71 of the Act.

‘Contribution’ shall mean the donation of funds/ facilities/ services in favour
of the BBMP under this Policy towards the development and maintenance of
Parks, whether by individual citizens, group of citizens, associations (including
resident welfare associations), cooperative societies, non-governmental
organizations (“NGOs”) which are duly registered and constituted under the

applicable and relevant law.

‘CSR Contribution’ shall mean a financial contribution under this Policy made
as part of CSR expenditure by a company under the Companies (Corporate
Social Responsibility) Policy Rules, 2014,

‘Entity’ shall mean a group of citizens, associations (including resident welfare

associations), cooperative societies, company, NGO which are duly registered
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and constituted under the applicable and relevant law seeking to make a
Contribution under this Policy.

2.8.  ‘Policy’ shall mean the “BBMP CIPC Policy. 2024" (under Adoption) set out
herein.
PART Il

CONTRIBUTION OF SERVICES
3. The Entity may, with prior approval of the BBMP, also elect to incur expenditure

from its own funds on behalf of and for the benefit of the BBMP, to develop a facility
or asset to be used by the BBMP, or to offer services on behalf of BBMP to develop
and maintain a Park. Illustratively, such assets could include, the installation of
benches, construction and maintenance of public restrooms, installation of water
facility plants and creation of parks and open spaces adjacent to Parks etc.
[llustratively, services for the purposes of Park maintenance would include deputation
of security personnel and arranging for cleaning of Parks and maintenance of the
public spaces in and around the Parks. It also includes the maintenance/development
of circles and medians.

4, Pricr to undertaking such expenditures, the Entity may make an application to the
Chief Commissioner in Form I-B, setting out details of the proposed service, facility,
or asset sought to be developed by it, along with supporting documents indicating its
plans, expertise, and capability to provide the proposed service, facility, or asset. The
Entity must also provide the necessary project repoits setting out the project costs of
the work to be undertaken, the timelines within which it shall be completed and the
necessary personnel that will oversee the execution and completion of the work. The
oversight of the work shall be undertaken by empanelled BBMP supervisors/project
consultants or any other project supervisor duly approved by the BBMP.

5. In the event of BBMP receiving multiple applications from numerous Entities in
respect of the same service/ facility / asset, the BBMP shall evaluate all the
applications based on the relevant experience, expertise, financial capability and
resources of each Entity to select the most qualified Entity. The decision of the BBMP
in this regard shall be final.

The BBMP, after perusing the application and proposal. may provisionally accept the
same. Upon such provisional acceptance, the application/proposal by the Entity shall

be placed by the technical authority for the necessary clearance as may be applicable.

The BBMP shali thereafter enter into a Memorandum of Understanding (‘MOU’)
with the Entity specifying the terms and conditions of development of the facility or
asset, and the handover of the same to the BBMP. Any prospective MOU between the
BBMP and the Entity shall be subject to the terms of the present CIPC Policy, Act For
the purposes of the MOU to be entered into between the BBMP and the Entity in
terms of the present Policy, the BBMP shall also prepare General Conditions that will
be applicable to all MOU’s and shall be incorporated in all such MOU’s to be entered
into and executed by the BBMP. The draft of the General Conditions shall be
prepared by the BBMP.

The Entity shall submit to the BBMP all documents, detailed plans, layouts,
specification sheets and other material as and when required by the BBMP in respect
of the proposed service to be offered. The provision of service or development of the

facility/ asset by the Entity shall be carried out only with the approval of the BBMP.

The Senior Assistant Director of Horticulture of concern Zone in charge of a Park
shall be the “Nodal Officer’ for every project under this policy in respect of the Park.
The Nodal Officer shall oversee the provision of services or development of the
facility / asset by the Entity, certify the application of funds by the Entity towards the

development, and co-ordinate with the Entity in all matters.

In the event of the Entity seeking to make a Contribution of an existing facility / asset,
the Entity shall submit along with its application all relevant documents, plans, and
details of the existing facility/ asset to the BBMP in order to enable the BBMP to

assess the suitability of the said facility/ asset.

Once the facility/ asset sought to be contributed by the Entity is completed in
accordance with the requirements of the BBMP, the Entity shall inform the Nodal
Officer and the BBMP of the same. The Nodal Officer shall thereafter inspect the
facility/ asset. During such inspection, if it is found that the work for the facility/ asset
has not been undertaken in compliance with the relevant proposal/application or has
been undertaken in breach of any law or regulation, the Nodal Officer shall direct the

Entity to undertake the necessary re-work and corrections.

Once the facility /asset has been completed in all respects and is in compliance with
the submitted application/proposal, the Nodal Officer shall certify that the facility/
asset is ready for handover from the Entity to the BBMP. Upon such certification by
the Nodal Officer and the handover of the asset /facility to BBMP, the contributed
facility/ asset shall become the property of the BBMP and the BBMP shall be entitled
to operate the same in any manner deemed fit by the BBMP in accordance with the

Act and the applicable rules and regulations.

The provision of any services in respect of the Park shall not entitle the Entity to
privatize, derive profit from, exclude the public from, or monopolize the Park in any
manner. The Park shall remain open to the public and under the custody of the BBMP
in the same manner as it would have been had no MOU been entered into. The term of
the MOU will in every case be restricted to the period or term as set out in the said
MOU and/ or the General Conditions and the Entity shall have no right to continue

providing services/ assets/ facilities beyond the said term.

.If in the opinion of the concerned Nodal Officer and / or the BBMP, the Entity is

indulging in any misuse / malfeasance / illegality / breach of the terms of the MOU,
the BBMP shall be entitled to immediately terminate the MOU and take necessary
action against the Entity as per law.

No funds are accepted directly in form on money/cash under this policy.

The Senior Assistant Director of Horticulture of concern zone in consultation with a

representative of the Entity shail prepare and maintain monthiy reports on the services

provided under each of the MOUs under this Policy.

The BBMP shall prepare and maintain an annual report of all Contributions received

and activities undertaken under this Policy.

INDEMINITY AND LIABILITY

The Entity shall defena, indemnify and hold harmless the BBMP, and/or their
officers, agents, employees, representatives, contractors, assignees, aind/or designees
from any and all liability, actions, claims, demands, or suits, and all related
costs, legal fees, and expensesarising out of orresulting from any acts or
omissions of the Entity or its agents, employees, subcontractors, suppliers, or

suppliers of subcontractors in the execution or performance of an MOU.

The Entity may not agree to any settlement in a dispute connected to the performance
of an MOU without first obtaining assent of the BBMP. The Entity shall furnish
timely written notice to the BBMP in case any claim or dispute arises in connection to

the MOU.

The Entity shall be held strictly liable for committing, aiding or abetting any act/acts
prohibited under park and preservation policy regardless of the terms set out in the
MOU, and it shall be entirely incumbent upon the Entity to ensure that activities
undertaken by it in the course of performance of the MOU are not contrary to the

provisions of the KTCDA or any other law in force at the time.

The BBMP and any other statutory or governmental body/ authority shall not be held
liable to any third paity damage for amy direct, indireci, incidental, special
consequential, punitive, or exemplary damages or lost profits, including but not
limited to damages for loss of goodwill, data, or other intangible losses resulting from

the activities undertaken by the Entity in connection with the MOU.

The BBMP and any other statutory or governmental body/ authority shall not be held
liable for any act/acts of third parties which cause any direct, indirect, incidentai,
special consequential, punitive, or exemplary damages or lost profits, including but
not limited to damages for loss of goodwill, data, or other intangible losses resulting

from the activities undertaken by the Entity in connection with the MOU.

PART V
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MISCELLANEOUS

24. The BBMP may publish on its website an invitation calling for Adoption
contributions in respect of any of its functions as set out in the First Schedule to the
Act, or for any other function / project / undertaking of the BBMP as the Chief

Commissioner, BBMP may in his / her discretion notify.

25. Agreements

25.1. All agreements shall be entered into by the contribution Entity, only upon
production of the relevant documents / resolutions showing the authority of the
contribution Entity in accordance with the laws governing its constitution to

enter into such agreements.

25.2. The BBMP shall enter into agreements in accordance with the provisions of
the Act and the Rules and Regulations.
26. The decision of the BBMP in relation to any decision taken by it under this Policy in

the approval of an Adoption Contribution of services shall be final.

27. No Entity shall be entitled to claim any vested rights in any facility or asset developed

by it, or any service offered or operated by it under this Policy.

g. ‘Rules / Bye-Laws’ shall mean and include all the Rules / Bye-Laws

promulgated in pursuance of the provisions of the Act.

Agreement

In pursuance of the application dated [ ] made by the Second Party to the BBMP
under the BBMP CIPC Policy, 2024 (under Adoption), the BBMP hereby agrees to
permit the Second Party to provide services as more particularly described in Exhibit A

of this MOU (“Services”).

Term

3.3.The First and Second Party may mutually agree to extend the Term of this MoU in

writing on terms to be mutually agreed and approved.

Carryout
The Second Party shall coordinate with the Nodal Officer under the CIPC Policy, 2024

(under Adoption) who shall oversee and supervise the Second Party’s performance of

this MOU.
Relationship

5.1.The parties understand and agree that the Second Party is acting in an independent
capacity and that the Second Party or its affiliates, subsidiaries, sub-contractors,
agents, employees, or assigns is neither an affiliate, employee, agent or sub-

contractor of the BBMP, nor entitled to any benefits from the BBMP.

5.2.The Second Party does not have the authority to act for the BBMP, or to bind the

BBMP in any respect whatsoever, or to incur any debts or liabilities in the name of

or on behalf of the BBMP.

5.3.The BBMP has and hereby retains control of and supervision over the performance
of Second Party’s obligations hereunder and control over any persons employed or

contracted by Second Party for performing the Services hereunder.

5.4.The present MOU by no means shall be interpreted as giving any lease rights or
other rights, interests, or title to the Second Party in respect of the park (in respect

of which the present MoU is being executed) and/or any other public property.

5.5.The BBMP is not obligated to provide training or instruction to Second Party, or

any of its employees regarding the performance of Services hereunder; and

5.6.Neither Second Party nor its employees, or consultants, will receive benefits of any

kind from the BBMP.

5.7.All Services are to be performed solely at the cost of the Second Party and the
Second Party shall take all precautions necessary for the proper performance

thereof.
Responsibilities of BBMP

In addition to the obligations, functions and responsibilities of the BBMP contained in
the BBMP Act and other applicable laws and regulations, the BBMP shall have the

following obligations under the present MoU:

6.1. To update the Second Party in writing with respect to changes to the post of Nodal
Officer;

6.2. To ensure the Second Party is not unlawfully obstructed in carrying out Services

under this MOU; and

6.3. To provide necessary data, drawing, information and other things available with
the BBMP which would be required by the Second Party to carry out Services
under this MOU.

Responsibilities of the Second Party

In addition to all other obligations contained herein, the Second Party agrees:

To require its sub-consultants to comply with the provisions of all state, local and
central laws, rules, regulations, ordinances, requirements, and codes which are
applicable to the performance of the Services hereunder or to sub-consultant as an
employer; and

To immediately report any encroachments or other violations such as unauthorised
waste disposal into the parks as it may come across in the course of providing

Services under this MOU to the Nodal Officer or the BBMP; and

The Second Party shall strictly not charge public any entry fee to the park or

engage in any other commercial activities.

The Second Party shall have no right to conduct religious activities in the park

premises.

Permissions and pre-clearances

The Second Party shall mandatorily obtain all requisite sanctions, permissions, and pre-

clearances from the BBMP, Horticulture prior to initiating any Services under this

MoU.

Monitoring Mechanisms

9.1.

The oversight of the work shall be undertaken by empaneled BBMP
supervisors/project consultants or any other duly approved project supervisor by

the BBMP.
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9.2. The representative of the Second Party shall assist the Deputy Director of
Horticulture of the BBMP in preparing and maintaining monthly reports on the

services provided under this MOU.

10. Work Product

10.1. Any data, reports, drawings documents or other things or information provided by
the BBMP to the Second Party during the performance of services under this MOU
and any reports, drawings or other writings required under the services of this

MOU shall be and remain the sole property of the BBMP at all times.

10.2. The Second Party shall return or provide to the BBMP such documents, etc. by the

completion date or at time of termination.

11. Indemnity and Liability

11.1. The Second Party shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the BBMP, and/or
their officers, agents, employees, representatives, contractors, assignees, and/or
designees from any and all liability, actions, claims, demands, or suits, and
all related costs, legal fees, and expenses arising out of or resulting from any acts
or omissions of the Second Party or its agents, employees, subcontractors,

suppliers, or suppliers of subcontractors in the execution or performance of this

MOU.

11.2. The Second Party may not agree to any settlement in a dispute connected to the
performance of this MOU without first obtaining assent of the BBMP. The Second
Party shall furnish timely written notice to the BBMP in case of any claim or

dispute involving a third party, in connection to the MOU.

11.3. The Second Party shall be held strictly liable for committing, aiding or abetting any
acts prohibited under Park Preservation Policy, regardless of the terms set out in
the MOU, and it shall be entirely incumbent upon the Second Party to ensure that
activities undertaken by it in the course of performance of the MOU are not

contrary to the provisions of the said Act or any other law in force at the time.

11.4. The BBMP and any other statutory or governmental body/ authority and any shall
not be held liable to any third party for any direct, indirect, incidental, special

consequential, punitive, or exemplary damages or lost profits, including but not

12.2. BBMP may terminate this MOU by giving the second party a written notice of not
less than 30 days

Consequences of Termination
Upon termination, the Second Party shall

13.2. Forthwith, within a period of one week from the date of termination return all data,
reports, drawings documents or other things or information provided by the BBMP
back to the BBMP, provided that the BBMP may in its sole discretion extend the
time period to return any of the materials to the extent of notice period if any to be
served.

Governing Law

This MOU shall be governed and construed in accordance with the laws of India and

shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts in Bengaluru.

Waiver

Failure or neglect by the BBMP to enforce at any time any of the provisions hereof
shall neither be construed nor deemed to be a waiver of BBMP’s right hereunder, nor
shall it in any way affect the validity of the whole or any part of this MOU or prejudice
the BBMP’s right to take subsequent action.

Severability

Each of the provisions contained in this MOU shall be severable, and the
unenforceability, invalidity, or illegality of one shall not affect the other provisions of
this MOU and this MOU shall be construed as if such invalid, illegal or unenforceable
provision had never been contained herein. Any invalid or unenforceable provision of
this MOU shall be replaced with a provision which is valid, enforceable and most

nearly reflects the original intent of the unenforceable provision.

Counterparts

i) Thousands of cases entailing thousands of crores of cost to government /BBMP in land
acquisition using TDR/DRC; regular Land Acquisition Act 2013 & Consent Awards" are
currently under process and lying incomplete and pending for more than a decade.

ii) BBMP's owns properties are without survey maps & no proper account thereof is
available. it is estimated that more than 7000 BBMP properties are there worth
thousands of crore, which BSMP plans to survey and take proper account & control of.

iii) BBMP has more than 20 lakh property tax records without any map of those
properties. These properties without maps, make the property ownership & record
management totally blind. The highly valuable government lands & their protection is
only possible when management and handling of private property records by BBMP is
with their proper maps. Otherwise, BBMP may end up creating property ownerships
records on government lands.

iv) The need for a professional, technically qualified and independent survey wing with
relevant supervisory structure under overall technical oversight & control of Survey &
Settlement Commissioner, working within BBMP is the right model. The analogous
model of DDLR, ADLR, Supervisors Surveyors working under administrative control of
DCs & technical control of Survey & Settlement Commissioner is the model suitable
even for BBMP.
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v) Hence, the following is proposed for approval :
a) There may be created a separate section called "BBMP Survey Wing" within BBMP.

b) This BBMP Survey Wing will do all survey works of BBMP and also all the survey
works presently being done by the City Survey Wing of Survey Department.

) The “BBMP Survey Wing" shall have its Central Office at BBMP Head office and
maintain Zonal Offices at all 8 zones of BBMP. The allotment of posts among its
Central Office and Zonal Offices is given in detail in the Annexure.
