Respected Sir,

Itis to inform you that, Border Security Force (BSF) Subsidiary Training Centre (STC)
Is located at Yelahanka (Bengaluru). Our training centre was established in 1986 with the
objective of nurturing and honing the skills of our dedicated new recruit trainees who joined
the institution and further they will serve the nation selflessly.

2. Over the years, the number of buildings and new infrastructure in the campus has
increased considerably in response to the evolving training requirements. However, the
campus road has remained narrow and inadequate, causing severe challenges during
training activities. To broaden/widen the road, we need to cut the Eucalyptus and few other
trees which are coming in broadening work as the Government of India has approved the
road construction budget. The road broadening work is going to start from the month of Nov,
2023.

3. Furthermore, a significant number of the Eucalyptus trees are present inside the
campus near the barracks and other administrative blocks, have started leaning
precariously, leading to a a direct threat to the safety of trainees who resides in the nearby
accommodations. There have been instances where these branches have fallen, causing
damage to the building and posing a risk to the lives of occupants. To ensure the safety of
our trainees and staff, it is imperative that these Eucalyptus trees are properly assessed and
removed off under your supervision with permission from Forest department.

4, We acknowledge the importance of environmental preservation and conservation of
trees. We fully understand and support the significance of maintaining a green and
sustainable environment. To maintain the green environment we regularly plant trees in our
campus last year we have planted almost 30,000 trees on our Yelahanka and Karahalli
locations. However, in this particular instance, we are compelled to take necessary
measures to ensure the safety and proper training of recruits inside our training institution.
As it is our primary concern to ensure the safety of our residents and prevent any untoward

incident.
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5. Considering above that is problem of Eucalyptus and other trees present in the
campus which are required to cut off to broaden the narrow road of campus and
a . - - . E— "___---‘-_-h_—-
simultaneously, the trees which are leaning over the buildings of campus are also required
to be trimmed or removed. Therefore, “we kindly request your permission to initiate the
cutting of these hazardous trees to eiliminate any potential damage or injury they might
cause and simultaneously broaden the narrow roads of campus. These all things need to
taken as per regulation and guidelines laid out by the forest department.
